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 ANNUAL “OPPORTUNITY TO SERVE” MOBILIZES 

YOUTH ACROSS STATE TO EFFECT COMMUNITY CHANGE 
 
MISSION HILL, MA — The Massachusetts Promise Fellowship, an AmeriCorps organization that places 
Fellows who commit to a year of service at non-profit organizations, schools, and city agencies 
across Massachusetts to create, lead, and manage youth development projects, will host Opportunity To 
Serve, their second annual statewide day of service today at five locations across the state. The event will 
mobilize more than 250 volunteers of all ages to participate in Boston, Brockton, and Fall River. Millions of 
children and youth in the United States and in more than 80 countries are planning service and service-
learning projects that highlight the positive contributions young people make throughout the year as a part of 
the 22nd annual Global Youth Service Weekend. 
 
Last year, the Massachusetts Promise Fellowship celebrated its tenth year as a program by participating in 
Global Youth Service Day with the first annual Opportunity To Serve. This year, they have expanded on last 
year's event with a new initiative that incorporates youth voice throughout the process. This has 
involved the creation of a Youth Board that has overseen the project since its inception, taking the lead on all 
planning, marketing, & recruitment. Today’s event will consist of five individual projects taking place 
simultaneously across the state, selected through a competitive RFP process, with proposals that were co-
written by youth and reviewed by the Youth Board. The Youth Board has also been integral in planning 
today's events through promotion, logistics, and volunteers. 
 
The Opportunity To Serve: Sociedad Latina Spring Cleanup volunteers will assist Youth Leaders with 
the following projects: Painting Sociedad Latina office spaces, washing windows, Art/framing projects to 
display at SL offices and community spaces, basement clean-up, community garden clean-up and preparation 
for planting, backyard clean-up: planting, fixing fence, etc., and park beautification (Sheehy Park) in 
preparation for outdoor programming. Sociedad Latina Youth Leaders brainstormed ideas for the spring 
clean up project and made the final decision on the list detailing volunteer roles above. On April 24, Youth 
Leaders will be on hand to host volunteers and lead activities. The day will also include a culminating 
celebration with food, music, and games to celebrate all of the hard work done in the day and thank everyone 
for volunteering.
